Teaching Suggestions
Introduction and Preparation

1-- Proofreading is an essential part of all written endeavors. Since most jobs re-
quire some type of written output, proofreading is a widely used skill. Despite
this fact, it is often not taught at all in schools or it is handled as an insignificant
skill requiring very littie practice. Peekan suggests that proofreading should be a
part of every written piece of work produced in class (and everywhere else). It is
a very significant skill that should be focused on.

2-- Some professionals use very sophisticated marking systems. However, for the

layman, a common sense approach seems to be more appropriate. The box of
